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Todd Goldman’s 3-Ring Art Show Extravaganza:

An Exhibition of Recent Paintings and Lithographs

LAS VEGAS (February 6, 2006) – Todd Goldman will attend an opening reception in his honor at a one-man show, Todd Goldman’s 3-Ring Art Show Extravaganza, at Entertainment Galleries in The Grand Canal Shoppes of the Venetian Hotel, on February 22, 2006, from 7-9pm. Recent acrylic works on canvas will be exhibited, as well as a collection of recently hand-signed limited edition lithographs.

Todd Goldman is an artist whose simply drawn characters, underground witticisms, and back-talking abrasiveness strike a chord with people of all ages.  Goldman’s paintings and lithographs are included in important private and corporate collectors worldwide; including Paramount Pictures, Endeavor Talent, Maverick Films and Meteor Worldwide. Todd artwork is in the private collections of Heather and Paul McCartney, John Goodman, The Wayans Brothers, and Jessica Simpson, to name a few.  

The exhibition will feature Goldman’s recently completed lithographs “I Don’t Repeat Gossip, So Listen Carefully,” “Five Card Stud,” and “I Can Tell Your Bag Is Fake,” published by S2 Art Group, Ltd. at the S2 Art Atelier in the Las Vegas Arts District.  Solo exhibitions of Todd’s work have also been held in Chicago, Denver and Ft. Lauderdale.  The exhibition I Can Tell Your Bag Is Fake was showcased earlier this month in Los Angeles.  Todd will be S2’s featured artist at New York Art Expo, March 2006.

Comparisons between other post-pop artists such as Keith Haring, Kenny Sharf, Roy Lichtenstein and Andy Warhol are often made, and these influences resonate with many collectors who have seen Todd take his work in a fine art direction.  While artists of the pop poster movement have had their images immortalized on tee-shirts, Todd’s journey into fine art began with his tee-shirts. Born in the age of the wise-cracking tee-shirt, Goldman’s talent for converting the casual and turning it on its head is unprecedented; images that started on cotton have since exploded onto canvas, blurring the distinction between “good” and “bad” taste, between fine art and commercial art, and between high art and popular art.  

Recent accomplishments include the publication of his first book, titled Boys Are Stupid, Throw Rocks at Them!, in 2005, which quickly rose to the top of the BookSense Independent Best Sellers’ list. Goldman is now working on a second book, due out next year.  He is also in discussion for the publication of a comic strip and an animated movie featuring his characters, and he’s working on a screenplay.
