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OLBINSKI AT THE OPERA

Renowned Surrealist Brings His Operatic Vision
To the Gallery at Lincoln Center

NEW YORK (March 2002) – The Gallery at Lincoln Center, in conjunction with S2 Art Group, Ltd., will present an exhibition of the mesmerizing opera art of renowned surrealist Rafal Olbinski, March 5 through April 6, 2002. “Visions of Opera: The Art of Rafal Olbinski” will feature original paintings, lithographs, posters, drawings, and books by the award-winning artist, who redefines the classical world of opera with his mysterious, playful, and always untraditional visual interpretations. Olbinski will make a personal appearance at the gallery March 5 from 5:30 to 8 p.m.

 Many of Olbinski’s images have appeared as posters advertising performances at the New York City Opera and other leading opera companies throughout the world. Representing the most beloved and enduring titles in the classical operatic repertoire – La Bohème, Madama Butterfly, Rigoletto, The Magic Flute, La Traviata, and many more – Olbinski’s interpretations are anything but classical. His work is often compared to the art of Magritte, fascinating viewers with haunting, otherworldly images, prodigious flights of imagination, compelling symbolism, and a mysterious aura of suspended motion.
Olbinski, one of the world’s most celebrated surrealists, has garnered more than 100 international awards for his artwork over the past 25 years. The Polish-born artist, who immigrated to the United States in 1982, is also among the rare artists whose talents permit him to freely cross the boundaries of artistic disciplines – from painting to graphic design, from fine art to commercial, from advertising posters to theatrical set design. 

Among the many honors Olbinski’s work has received are Gold Medals from the Society of Illustrators and the Art Directors Club of New York; the International Oscar for the World’s Most Memorable Poster (1994); and selection for the official “New York City, Capital of the World” poster by a jury led by Mayor Rudolph Giuliani. His works are included in prestigious collections such as the Library of Congress Print Collection and the Carnegie Foundation, and have appeared in publications including Newsweek, Time, Business Week, Atlantic Monthly, Playboy, and The New York Times.

The Gallery at Lincoln Center is devoted to the exhibition and sale of art and memorabilia relating to the performing arts. Managed by the Metropolitan Opera Guild, the Gallery hosts a year-round schedule of changing shows.  Many of these feature performing arts-related autographs and memorabilia, while others showcase artists whose work celebrates music, opera, dance or theater.  All sales benefit the education programs of the Metropolitan Opera Guild, as well as Lincoln Center.
